Summary:
Professor Maberly is currently the Director of the Centre for Health Innovation and Partnership (CHIP) at Sydney West Area Health Service. CHIP is currently managing the Global Health Institute’s work in the Pacific, and Prof. Maberly previously acted as an Interim Director for the Global Health Institute, SWAHS. 

In 2008 SWAHS received funding from the Australian Government, AusAID for the project: Public- Private-Civic Partnership to Improve Food and Boost the health and productivity of Nations : Low-cost high-impact ways to improve food and dramatically improve health, educational achievement, productivity, and wealth and reduce the burden of chronic diseases and disability in countries in Asia and the Pacific. GHI has been working as part of the Food Secure Pacific Working Group to develop partnerships to reduce micronutrient deficiencies, build food control systems and attain food security in the Pacific.

Prior to working with GHI and CHIP, Professor Maberly worked at the Rollins School of Public Health at Emory University, Georgia USA (1991-97) where he founded the Department of Global Health. Also during this time he was at the core of founding the Flour Fortification Initiative (FFI). FFI is a public/private partnership that that operates as a global network to improve people’s lives by fortifying flour with, at least, iron and folic acid. FFI has a Leaders Group of more than 50 leaders of business, international government, public health and other agencies as well as civil society organisations who further fortification both by advocating the cause and by making people available from their organization to progress activities. FFI has a goal to fortify 80% of large roller mill wheat flour, at least with iron and folic acid by 2015 . In 2004 there were 30 countries with mandatory fortification and there are currently 59 countries fortifying flour as of March 2010. The percentage of flour fortified in the world went from 17% to over 30%. 

Professor Maberly moved to the US in 1991, and his academic career moved from basic and clinical research to public health and public policy, with a focus on building a public health school and bringing to action public health programs, especially related to the elimination of vitamin and mineral deficiency in many nations.  He has over 15 years experience in developing public- private partnerships to advance health and eliminate deficiencies. Prior to this Professor Maberly worked as an Endocrinologist, and conducted significant research into iodine deficiencies in Malaysia, China and Indonesia.
