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1.
 Enhance further, education and awareness on food safety, quality and    availability to inform better choices by producers and consumers
Proposed strategies:

· Improve consumers’ knowledge and awareness about healthy food products with particular emphasis on local food products and their preparation and food labeling, (nutritional facts and date marking).

· Facilitate systematic training of farmers and other food producers on production of safe and healthy foods.
· Re-orient curricula to strengthen agriculture, nutrition and food safety education in schools including training institutions.
· Encourage the review of the cultural value of foods consumed during traditional ceremonies. 

2.
Strengthen food control systems and enforcement of food regulations and standards
Proposed strategies:

· Strengthen the capacity of the national food and health regulators and local authorities to implement the Food Safety Act 2003 and Food Safety Regulations 2009. 

· Strengthen the capacity of the food import control system to effectively and efficiently control the safety and quality of imported food and agricultural products in accordance with national regulatory requirements.
· Strengthen national food testing capabilities to assure products' compliance with national standards.
· Establish and enforce regulations limiting the advertising and promotion of foods high in sugar, fat and salt to children.
· Promote the use of voluntary standards to strengthen production of high quality local foods and agricultural products and to facilitate trade.
3.
Develop and strengthen the existing research & development capacity to increase local food production and reduce reliance on imported food 

Proposed strategies:

· Develop and promote new healthy food products including snacks.
· Strengthen the capacity and outreach of extension services to 
farmers.
· Promote sustainable intensified production of safe and nutritious food and agricultural products 

· Promote investment in value adding to food and agricultural products.
· Promote the establishment of home gardens and encourage greater food security at the family level.
· Explore opportunities for biotechnology to improve agricultural production.
· Encourage the formation of farmers' cooperatives and producer groups as well as support access to micro finance. 

4. 
Enhance the marketing of local foods and utilize price mechanisms to    improve access to healthier foods

Proposed strategies:

· Increasing marketing of local foods and healthier foods, particularly by the private sector. 

· Facilitating price differentiation between healthy and unhealthy foods.
· Strengthening the food and agriculture marketing agency (AMA), and enhancing focus on local markets.

Strengthen intersectoral partnerships for the production and promotion of safe and nutritious food
Proposed strategies:

· Strengthening linkages between farmers, food producers and markets. 

· Improving partnerships between the tourist industry and local food businesses.
· Strengthening partnerships between the private sector and religious groups, women groups and provincial councils and Consumer Council of Fiji  to improve awareness on health and nutrition.
6.
Strengthen the organisational structures that support intersectoral planning and implementation of food security strategies
Proposed strategies:

· Revitalization of the National Codex Committee 

· Strengthening the capacity of the National Food and Nutrition Center to coordinate and report on implementation of Food Security plans in Fiji including the FPAN

7. 
Invest strategically in infrastructure development that will support quality local produce

Proposed strategies:

· Improving rural infrastructure to facilitate market access for rural farmers.

· Improving transport and storage facilities for  agriculture and food products. 

· Improving the conditions and facilities available at public marketplaces

 Expedite the land tenure review process, and enhance the sustainable

     
use and management of land for agriculture.
Proposed strategies:

· Improving sustainable utilization and management of farm land.

· Ensuring long term land leases for farmers to assure land tenure security.
