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PACIFIC FOOD SUMMIT 2010

We would like to invite you the first Pacific Food Summit, in Vanuatu from 21 to 23 April 2010.

The Summit will bring together government leaders and senior health officials, food producers and distributors, community organizations and NGOs, to discuss the complex issue of food security. 
Under review will be the loss of agricultural land, the impact of climate change on food production, dependence on imported food, over-fishing, lifestyle changes and rising food prices. Related to some of these issues are the increasingly critical problems of lifestyle illnesses such as obesity, diabetes, heart disease and cancer.

Pacific countries have until now attempted to tackle food-related issues individually and on an ad hoc basis – with limited success. At the Summit, leaders will be asked to finalise and commit to an approach that works for all. 

For members of the media, the Summit will not only provide some excellent news stories – many of which have not been reported – but access to senior officials anxious to air their concerns and share their success stories, as well as representatives of food-producing and distributing companies.
